Dear Ministers and other High-Level Representatives of the Central European Initiative Member States,

Dear representatives of diplomatic representative offices and international organizations,

Dear representatives of civil and academic sectors,

Dear representatives of media,

Commitments for mitigation of the effects of climate change to be proposed by the Parties for integration in the Agreement 2015 have to be transparent, measurable, comparable, verifiable and ambitious, which means it is crucial that these obligations are clear in their nature.
The Government of the Republic of Macedonia, at its 91st  Session of 28 July 2015, adopted the Intended Nationally Determined Contribution for climate change reduction. It was submitted to the Secretariat of UNFCCC as 23rd country in the world, by which we undoubtedly expressed our readiness for effective implementation of global efforts towards climate change reduction. National contribution envisages reduction of carbon dioxide emissions from fossil fuels combustion by 30% or 36% under higher level of ambition by 2030 compared to baseline scenario. Emissions from carbon dioxide from fossil fuels combustion cover nearly 80% of the overall greenhouse gas emissions with predominant contribution of energy supply, buildings and transport sectors. 

Furthermore, we are committed to integrate the issues of decreased climate change into other sectoral policies (energy, agriculture, transport), thus contributing to the so called green or low carbon growth and development. Republic of Macedonia has joined the Copenhagen Accord and delivered the list of the national intended measures for reduction of greenhouse gas emissions. Currently, supporting documents have been elaborated for the purpose of securing the so called green and low carbon growth. We are determined to promote growth and development that will at the same time provide sustainability that is without significant negative economic and social impacts. We demonstrate this through values projected for 2035 for the indicators: emissions of carbon dioxide per GDP and emissions of carbon dioxide per capita, which under the mitigation scenarios note downward trend and approximation of the values of these indicators in western European countries.
Achievement of these reductions of greenhouse emissions will require strengthening of both private and public financial flows necessary to undertake the measures for climate change reduction and adaptation, as well as technology transfer and capacity building. 

The estimated additional investments for the period 2015-2030 required to implement the climate change mitigation scenario (relative to baseline scenario) amount 4.2 billion EUR, while the implementation of more ambitious mitigation scenario will cost 4.5 billion EUR. 

Besides our own allocations, the implementation of national policies and measures for climate change mitigation will also depend on the involvement of private sector (national and foreign) and access to new sources of funding and increased international support to be mobilized through new financial mechanisms for climate change, such as Green Climate Fund. We expect that the efforts of the international community will be balanced by adequate financial mechanisms and other forms of support to developing countries.
The process of adoption of the Macedonian intended contribution will be presented in more detail during the Round Table.
